English Heritage should be consulted on the following works for which a faculty is sought:

All works of alteration or extension affecting the character of Grade I or II* listed churches. (See list at end for items on which English Heritage need not be consulted.)

Consultation on Grade II listed churches is limited to alteration which comprises the demolition of all or a substantial part of the structure of the interior (for this purpose the structure of the interior includes principal internal elements such as staircases, galleries, load- bearing walls, floor structures, roof structures or of major internal fixtures such as all fixed pews, rood screens or organs.)

Works likely to affect the archaeological importance of the church or archaeological remains within a listed church of any grade, or its curtilage (grounds).

Since September 2003 separate English Heritage approval is not required for works to churches previously grant aided. However, if you have received a grant from English Heritage or the Heritage Lottery Fund under the Repair Grant Scheme for Places of Worship 2002 to 2005, the grant offer will have included a condition that you notify English Heritage when you seek faculty or any other approval for works to your place of worship.

Note 2: Consultation with EH should take place on all alterations and extensions to Grade I or II* churches, but you do not need to consult us on the items in the list below.

Repair of Fixtures

i) repairs and alterations to an existing heating system, provided the fabric of the building is not affected;

ii) repairs to and redecoration of fixtures, provided the fabric of the building is not affected;

iii) repairs to broken or cracked quarries in clear glazed windows;

iv) repairs, rewiring and minor alterations to an existing electrical system, provided the fabric of the building is not affected;

v) repairs to lightning conductors;

vi) repairs to organs or harmoniums;

vii) repairs using matching materials to bells and replacement of parts not requiring the removal of the bells from their frames;

viii) repairs and redecoration of clock and clock faces;

ix) treatment of fixtures against beetle or fungal activity;

x) repair of flagpoles;

xi) repair of existing wire mesh window guards with non-ferrous fittings.

Movables

i) introduction or removal of any article for use in the performance of services;

ii) repairs to movables (using matching materials) except Royal Coats of Arms, unfixed hatchments, heraldic achievements;

iii) installation of furniture in the church;

iv) replacement of carpets and curtains;

v) introduction, removal or disposal of altar frontals and falls; hassocks; banners; or service books;

vi) hassocks;

vii) introduction of a Book of Remembrance and a stand for it.

Churchyards
i) re-surfacing of paths;

ii) repairs with matching materials to churchyard monuments, walls, fences, gates and lych gates;

iii) introduction of a garden seat (including any memorial inscription);

iv) provision or replacement or repainting in a new colour scheme of a noticeboard.
