DAC issues advice:  


site visit to take place, questions asked about the proposals or information requested.


PCC responds as appropriate.   This conversation may take only one DAC meeting or several months as the project develops





DAC advises that this is a Minor Matter; if Archdeacon’s permission is required s/he will get in touch with you directly





DAC consults other bodies e.g. English Heritage, on the PCC’s behalf and offers their comments to the PCC





PCC makes final submission and DAC offers formal advice





Works not recommended but faculty application forms are issued so the PCC can apply to the Chancellor for his decision





DAC either has no objections or recommends that the Chancellor should grant a faculty.


Faculty application forms issued





Public notices displayed for 28 days and faculty application forms sent to the Registrar





Chancellor consults other bodies, any objectors and DAC as determined by the Faculty Jurisdiction Rules





Chancellor considers that a Hearing must be held – i.e. a Court session so he can hear all the evidence





Chancellor makes a judgement as to whether or not he is prepared to issue the faculty.
