Request a visit from the DAC (the church architect can be involved at this point if the PCC
wishes, but bear in mind this may cost; the visit will also normally involve other bodies, such
as English Heritage and the Church Buildings Council, if the church is listed Grade | or II*, and
may involve other bodies where the special character of the church is affected e.g. Victorian

Society, Twentieth Century Society)

When all parties are content that a sound and acceptable scheme has been
proposed, the PCC will be invited to proceed to draw up final plans and
specification for the work

In due course the DAC will issue its formal Notification of Advice and the faculty application papers
for completion by the PCC. (At this stage public notices have to be displayed and opportunity given to
members of the public to consult the final plans and register any concerns they may have.)
